e Light demolition and decontamination

e Transports to and from the fenced area, on Regeringsgatan, Mdasterfaret and Mdaster
Samuelsgatan

e Facade scaffolding at Hasten 21's south border

e Reuse of flat glass

e Crane mounting, Mdaster Samuelsgatan and Mdasterfaret

e Refilling gravel in M&sterfaret

¢ Heavy demolition of the top floor starts

Upcoming activities within the next three weeks

e The current activities, stated above, will continue for a few more weeks

e Sprinkler system rearranged in Masterfaret

o Replacement of energy/lighting in Mdasterfaret

e Holes drilled at the lower part of the ramp at Mdasterfaret to prepare for steel
mounting
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Planned activities outside normal working hours

e Starting Monday January 23 and ongoing for 2-3 weeks, late works will be carried
out until 7 pm. They should not be disturbing or cause any vibrations.

Special attention needed, for example planned cut in water and
electricity, noise, and vibrations etc.

About Project Hasten 21

With the new development, Pembroke creates a modern and sustainable building with office,
retail and residential spaces. The new Hésten 21 will open up the neighborhood and with
new passages, restaurants and stores we transform one of Stockholm’s most central
districts into a more accessible and attractive place, 24/7.

The city development project started in August 2022 and the new building is planned to
deliver in 2026. It will feature a light natural stone and glass fagade, green rooftops and
terraces. The architecture is inspired by the existing buildings in the area and the size and
height of the Hasten 21 building have been carefully designed to blend in with the cityscape.
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
